It is located at the city of Giza, part of Greater Cairo, Egypt.


It was built by the Egyptian pharaoh Khufu to serve as a tomb when he dies.


It is believed to have been built over a 20 year period.


The structure consists of approximately 2 million blocks of stone, each weighing more than two tons.

What’s Inside the Earth?


The Earth’s outermost surface is called the crust. It is rocky and brittle so it can fracture in earthquakes.


The mantle is flexible so it flows.


The Earth’s core is made up of fluid outer core and a solid inner core.


Because the Earth rotates, the outer core spins around the inner core causing the Earth’s magnetism.

Comets


Comes are like dirty snowballs.


They are made up of gas, dust, and water vapor that have frozen together.


When a comet orbits the sun, the heat melts the outer layer of the ice, freeing dust and gas.


When the ice melts, the comet seems to stretch out, and a long tail forms. 


The most famous comet is Comet Halley, named after the astronomer Edmond Halley.

Asteroid means “like star”.


Asteroids are pieces of rock or rock and metal.


Scientists think that asteroids are broken pieces of an earlier planet that blew up for some reason.


The asteroid belt is between Mars and Jupiter.

Lunar Eclipse


When planets and their moons orbit the sun they cast shadows.


When the planet or moon cast a shadow on the other that is called an eclipse.


The Earth’s shadow falling on the Moon is a lunar eclipse.


When the lunar eclipse happens the Earth is passing between the sun and the Moon.


There is usually one eclipse a year.

Solar Eclipse





The Moon’s shadow falling on the Earth is a solar eclipse.


A solar eclipse happens when the Moon passes between the Sun and the Earth.


In a total eclipse, the Moon is completely blocking the Sun.


A solar eclipse can only be seen from where the Moon’s shadow is on Earth.
