Record your child’s voice as s/he reads. You and your child can have a nice time together listening to the story later.





Before your child reads the story, let her/him guess what happens in the story by looking at the pictures.





Ask your child questions about the story. This will increase your child’s reading comprehension.





Audio books are helpful in improving children’s literacy skills.





Read storybooks to your child. This will develop their vocabulary, speaking and listening skills.





Encourage your child to read aloud story books of her/his level. This develops confidence in the child’s personality.





You child needs you time and attention. Oral reinforcement and revision of the concepts done in class will enhance your child’s progress.
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
